
 

How do I apply for an E -911 address for my property?  

The Crow Wing County Land Services Department will serve as your one stop location when applying for an ad-

dress. While processing your application, staff will assign your address and install the sign. This address will be 

used for your E -911 number and mail delivery.  

 

When will I receive my address and sign?  

A field trip to your property by a Land Service Specialist will be required to locate your address and stake your 

sign placement for a Gopher One Locate. Once assigned you will receive a letter with your new address and a 

blue address sign will be placed at your driveway within 7 to 15 business dayõs. A copy of the notification letter 

will also be sent to the post office. Signs are typically not installed during the winter season between December 

and March.  

 

I live in a City, how do I get a E -911 address for my property?  

Contact your city clerk for their regulations and requirements for assigning your address and installation of your 

sign. 

 

Who is responsible for maintenance of my sign?  

Crow Wing County requests your assistance in making the E -911 system work effectively and efficiently. The sys-

tem relies upon the property owner to maintain their signs once installed. Keep your sign visible at all times and 

remove vegetation, debris, snow and other obstructions. If your sign is damaged or removed please contact 

the Land Services Department to help you in obtaining a new sign.  

 

What are the costs associated in obtaining my address?  

The fee for a new address is $75.00 which includes installation of post and sign.  

Crow Wing County Enhanced 911 Addressing System  

Land Services is responsible for the implementation and maintenance of the county wide E -911 addressing sys-

tem. The role of the Emergency 911 Addressing system is to provide the public with competent, timely and ef-

fective emergency and non -emergency public safety service. 911 is the telephone number that provides direct 

access to police, fire and medical assistance and initiates a coordinated response using this system.  

 

The proper display of your address number and sign assists the emergency responders to quickly locate you 

when an incident is reported. Having your address sign correctly posted may reduce response time, save lives 

and property. Public safety and location of your property is the primary purpose in the utilization for 911 address-

ing with your mail delivery service being a by -product of the process.

Is there a set of rules or standards that govern this process?  

The òCWC Coordinate Datum Based Unincorporated Addressing and Sign Ordinanceó sets the standards and 

policy for addressing and signs.

What else should I know?  

¶ Moving your driveway or changing the entrance point will likely require a new address assignment which 

would require a new fee and sign to be installed.  

¶ Two homes or structures can use a private drive with a common address point along the connecting road 

or drive. When a third or additional homes are added to the private drive it would require naming the 

drive and changing all property addresses using this drive.  

¶ An address does not imply legal access.
